SPECIAL NEEDS

The Special Needs Shelter and 
Evacuation program is designed 
for those who require daily help 
with their medical and/or functional 
needs, and who might need 
government assistance to evacuate 
to an emergency shelter in the 
event of a disaster. This shelter 
will be open during disasters or 
emergency evacuation situations to 
accommodate evacuees requiring 
assistance with the daily activities 
of living.
Public Health nurses provide shelter 
supervision to help maintain the 
evacuees’ level of health, but 
personal caregivers must remain 
with and provide for the evacuees 
in the shelter.
The Special Needs Shelter and 
Evacuation Program requires 
annual enrollment in the registry. 
To get the Special Needs Registry 
enrollment form, go to OneNassau.

Evacuation” from the home page, 
then click the Enroll Online link to 
register.
